General Information

COST FOR CONFERENCE:  The conference fee is $217.00 per person on or before January 7, 2008.  After this date the price will increase to $232 
per person. The following are required to register: all youth (rising high school freshman through graduated high school seniors), all college stu-
dents who will be participating in work crew, and all adults who will be participating in small groups.  You must have at least one adult over 21 
years of age registered for the conference at the full cost.  (You do not need to register chaperone-only adults, cooks, drivers, small group lead-
ers, or children who have completed 8th grade and younger – see information below).  Only church groups may register for the conference, and 
conference spots cannot be purchased from or sold to other groups or individuals.  Groups staying in private housing registering after December 1, 
2007 must send in the full conference fee for each person with their registration form.  Please see early registration incentives for groups staying 
in private housing who register before December 1.  (A minimum of $50 per person is non-refundable.)   Groups staying in conference facilities 
(Assembly Inn, Winsborough, Glen Rock Inn, Anderson, Howerton, McGregor, Davis, or William Black Lodge) who are registering before the 60-day 
deadline are only required to send in a $100 non-refundable deposit per person, with their registration. ($50 of this deposit will be applied toward 
the conference fee and $50 toward housing).  If you register after the 60-day deadline, the full conference fee per person plus the $50 housing 
deposit (if applicable) will be due upon registration.    

COST FOR ROOM & BOARD:  See the “2008 HOUSING OPTIONS IN MONTREAT” section on the following page for details.  If you register to stay in 
Montreat Conference Center Housing, Montreat College Housing, or William Black Lodge, you will receive a separate confirmation from the facility 
where you have been assigned.  Housing and meal charges are due upon arrival in Montreat. (Please note:  Montreat Conference Center will send a 
final invoice for housing and meals in Assembly Inn, Winsborough, or Glen Rock Inn when you submit your room assignment list 30 days prior to 
the conference.) 
 	
WHEN TO REGISTER:  Youth Conference registration forms may be mailed or faxed at any time.  However, in order to be included in the initial ran-
dom drawing for registration and housing, please send in your registration form with appropriate fees by January 7, 2008.  An email will be sent to 
acknowledge receipt of your registration, so be sure to include an accurate email address. The drawing will take place on January 11, 2008.  If you 
do not receive your first choice of conference weeks, contact the registrar at youth@montreat.org  before March 3, 2008 if you have concerns.  
Any registrations received after January 7, 2008 will be processed in the order received. There will be no registration by phone.

ADDITIONAL ADULT CHAPERONES:  All groups are required to have at least one fully registered adult advisor over 21 years of age participating with 
their group, and it is recommended that there is one adult chaperone for every six youth that attend the conference.  We encourage all adult 
advisors to register as full participants and take part in small groups, keynote, recreation, and worship to provide a more complete, fulfilling confer-
ence experience.  However, in order to accommodate different needs of groups who bring extra adults to function as cooks, drivers, etc., wristbands 
will be available for sale at on-site registration or at the conference office during the conference week. (These wristbands cannot be purchased in 
advance.  Please bring cash or separate check payable to Montreat Conference Center). 

The costs are as follows:
Keynote-Only - $35 to attend keynote events only.
Recreation-Only - $35 to attend recreation events only.
Keynote & Recreation - $60 to attend keynote and recreation events, but not small groups.

CHILDREN NOT ATTENDING THE CONFERENCE:  Montreat Conference Center offers the Clubs and child care program for children 6 months through com-
pleted 12th grade.  It operates Monday through Friday, 8:30 am - 4:30 pm, with a break at lunchtime from noon - 2:00 pm.  Evening care during 
the worship services is also available for children 6 months through completed first grade. Additional fees apply for both daytime & evening care.  
Pre-registration is required.  Enrollment is limited.   For more information, visit www.montreat.org, or contact the Clubs registrar at ext. 335 (until 
June 1, 2008) or ext. 354 (June-August, 2008).  Children enrolled in the Clubs program may also purchase the Recreation-Only wristband to attend 
evening recreation. The cost for recreation is $35 for children age 6 and older; no charge for children 5 years and younger.  

CANCELLATIONS AND REFUNDS:  If you cancel registration spaces before the 60-day deadline, you will forfeit $50 of the conference fee per person. 
In addition, if you cancel housing in Assembly Inn, Winsborough, Glen Rock Inn, Howerton Dorm, Anderson Dorm, McGregor Dorm, Davis Dorm, or 
William Black Lodge, you will forfeit an additional $50 per person of the housing deposit.  If your cancellation request is received after the 60-day 
deadline, NO REFUND WILL BE ISSUED.  Forfeited deposits may not be applied to any remaining balance. Any rooms that are not cancelled by the 
60-day deadline will be charged the single room rate for six nights.  No refund for cancellations upon arrival.  All cancellation requests must be in 
writing.

There are numerous housing options to meet the needs of various size groups, including Assembly Inn, Winsborough Inn, and Glen 
Rock Inn, all of which include meals in the Galax Dining Room in the Assembly Inn. Other housing options within a five minute 
walking distance are Montreat College, which offers dorm rooms and meals in Howerton Cafeteria, and William Black Lodge, which 
offers lodge accommodations and meals at the lodge. Private housing is also an option with housing accommodations and meal 
arrangements made between the church and the private cottage owner.

® 	 30 days prior to your conference, please mail or fax in your room assignment list if staying in the Assembly Inn, Winsborough, or the Glen 
	 Rock Inn. 
® 	 When you arrive in Montreat, bring all forms (and copies of forms) with you to on-site registration, Sunday 3:00-5:30 pm.  If you do not 
	 arrive in time for registration, late registration will immediately follow the opening program on Sunday evening.  If you are staying in 
	 conference housing, the remainder of your room & board charges will be due at this time and are payable to your housing facility.
